We had 
27 kids registered from 17 families, included 4 Hawthorne kids 
and on that Monday some of those kids arrived shy and nervous 
but they left with smiling faces. 
Camp Awesome is essentially Christian day camp in a box. The 
Youth Councillors arrived with everything needed for a 
successful summer program, from the tools necessary for 
making crafts and the ingredients needed for baking cookies to a 
fun and interactive curriculum for enlightening the children of 
God’s love. The week was filled with bible stories and prayer, 
Christian and camp songs, crafts, games and water fun at 
Hawthorne Park. 
Hawthorne’s Outreach Committee and many other dedicated 
HUC volunteers collected registrations, operated the Before and 
After child care, open and close the church, provided on site 
HUC Representation, supplied and served snacks, supervised 
sign-in, sign-out procedures and gathered recyclable materials 
used for inspiring crafts.  
A newsletter was created to bring together Hawthorne United 
as a place of Christian worship, education and spiritual guidance 
with the families who have attended the camp. It illustrated all 
the ways we celebrate together as a Christian community. With 
puzzle games and colouring pictures there was something there 
for the whole family. 
The Outreach Committee, those who volunteered and 
comments made from parent feedback feel that there is a 
definite need in this community for an affordable day camp 
program. Working with Camp Awesome, Hawthorne United is 
able to accommodate that need as part of our Outreach 
program.
